Led Lighting is now recommended for museums as it does not have
UV rays that the old lights have and which has been found to be
damaging to museum artifacts. We have been looking into this for
some time and it’s great that we now have it installed.

We have also been assured that it is much cheaper to run which can
only be an advantage! Also, the old fluorescent lights were wearing
out with spares and replacements difficult if not impossible to obtain.

Thank you to those kind members who donated covers to protect
items in the Museum during this activity.

| am happy to present this report of our activities since our last Annual
General Meeting in March 2015

Monthly Activities

We have continued to have either a meeting or an outing each month.
Speakers at our meetings this year have been Gwen Dundon, Max
Davis from Legacy, Marie Riley, Ed Tonks, and Robyne Abernethy
from Central Coast Tourism. We have also celebrated heritage
Festival, History Week and our Christmas/Birthday Party in
December. Over the past year we have had five outings. A tour of
Parramatta with Judith Dunn of Past Times Tours, The Central Coast
Interactive War Exhibit, a visit to the State Library photographic
display, Crowd source (also called Secret Sydney) of photographs of
Sydney in the 1880’s. We also on this visit enjoyed an unexpected
Guided Tour of the State and Mitchell Libraries. Towards the end of
the year we visited the Nelson Bay area where we toured Tomago
House, the Inner Light lighthouse at Nelson Head and the Port
Stephens Marine Rescue Centre.

Our final outing in February was a social event catching the Ferry from
Ettalong to Palm Beach for an enjoyable lunch at Palm Beach RSL.
These have been most enjoyable and informative occasions. Thanks
to Margaret Pearce for her work in coordinating both the speakers and
outings.

Special Functions

Heritage Week was held in April and the theme was the

Centenary of Anzac including an exhibition — Aftermath —
Showcasing some of the effects of World War I. Our speakers were
Assoc. Professor Victoria Haskens from University of Newcastle and
Geoffrey Potter from Gosford City Library who

spoke of Central Coast involvement in WWI.

History Week was held in September with the theme of

War, Nationalism and Identity. Our speakers were Emeritus Professor
Richard Waterhouse from Sydney University and Michael Kilminster
from University of Newcastle. The exhibition for History Week was
“Soldier On”. During this time we also had Peter Rea’s models of WWI
ship — the Swan, Midget
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Submarines and West Head Fortifications to add to our “Soldier On”
Display. Our final exhibition for the year was “Rare Seen” — a display
of artwork owned by Brisbane Water Historical Society as well as
some on loan from Newcastle University and the Earl of Gosford.
Thanks to our Curator Kreenah Yelds for organising These Open
Days and Exhibitions.

Community Events

During the year, we have had stalls at a number of community
activities. We attended the Machinery Club Event last year —
Machinery in Motion - at the Showground. Our Tractor — ‘Ruff Red’ —
which had been restored by the Machinery Club was on display as
well. Many thanks to the Machinery Club and the Tyre Yard for their
work. In April we took some of our WWI display to Blue Tongue
Stadium for the Ceremony to commemorate the Centenary of Anzac.
Following this the display was moved to “Breakers” at Terrigal for a
short time. Other stalls were organised for the Empire Bay Village
Fair and the International Women’s Day at Ourimbah Campus
University of Newcastle.

We also attended the Wyong District Pioneers Association Centenary
which included the opening of the Restoration of Alison Homestead.
We have also continued to be represented by Margaret and Ron
Pearce at the Networking Nights organised by Central Coast Tourism
keeping us up to date with what is happening on the Coast as well as
letting people know who we are.

As well as our normal income from our visitors, raffles and the trading
table, we have had three fundraising efforts again this year.

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Grants

Heritage Grant from Gosford City Council. Following last year’s
Report from the Heritage Engineer we received a grant to replace the
lintel over the kitchen door of the cottage and to repair the large
cracks in the wall near the door.

Auspicing We have also agreed to support two people who have
been organising History and Heritage activities but who are not
incorporated groups so cannot access grants without the assistance
of an incorporated group.

The war exhibits attracted several groups from Legacy and there have
also been a number of groups of people with disabilities visiting.

With a new Primary School History Syllabus there have been a
number of visits from schools and a large group from Gosford school
visited as part of their 150" Anniversary celebrations.

There is still a problem with cost of buses for the schools and we were
invited to St Phillips Narara to do a power point presentation of the
way Gosford has changed over the years and to East Gosford on
how people used to live and early settlers as well as a presentation on
the War exhibits by Peter near Remembrance Day.

Curatorial News

Following the Quartoseptencentennial in 2014, we nominated

for the Gosford City Council Award “Excellence in Interpretation
projects and Heritage Events” and won the award for this section.
Thanks again for all those who worked so hard for this event and to
our Curator Kreenah who coordinated it.
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For some time we have been concerned about the effect of

UV rays on many of the exhibits. These rays from both the sun

and old lighting are damaging to many of our artefacts. As well,

many of our old light fittings were needing replacement .

After consulting with Museums and Galleries NSW it was
recommended that we change to the new LED lighting which does not
have UV rays. This has recently been completed. Many thanks to
Ros Ellis whose generous donation made this possible.

Website/Facebook

The website has again been updated and hopefully will continue to be
kept up to date. Thanks to Jason Connolly for his assistance in this.
We have had a Facebook page for some time but without anyone
confident to operate it. We are very thankful to Fiona McLennan who
is doing a wonderful job posting information about our activities . If
you are on Facebook, please have a look and ‘like us’ which will
spread the news to all your Facebook friends as well.

We have recently transferred to the NBN Network. To reduce cost we
now have only one phone number — 4325 2270.

Following the removal of some trees a couple of years ago, two
smaller gums as well a two wattle trees have been planted as
replacement.
